First Reading   Revelation 7:2–17 
 2Then I saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, with 
the seal of the living God, and he called with a loud voice to the four angels 
who had been given power to harm earth and sea, 3saying, “Do not harm the 
earth or the sea or the trees, until we have sealed the servants of our God on 
their foreheads.” 4And I heard the number of the sealed, 144,000, sealed from 
every tribe of the sons of Israel: 512,000 from the tribe of Judah were sealed, 
12,000 from the tribe of Reuben, 12,000 from the tribe of Gad, 612,000 from 
the tribe of Asher, 12,000 from the tribe of Naphtali, 12,000 from the tribe of 
Manasseh, 712,000 from the tribe of Simeon, 12,000 from the tribe of Levi, 
12,000 from the tribe of Issachar, 812,000 from the tribe of Zebulun, 12,000 
from the tribe of Joseph, 12,000 from the tribe of Benjamin were sealed. 
 9After this I looked, and behold, a great multitude that no one could 
number, from every nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages,              
standing before the throne and before the Lamb, clothed in white robes, with 
palm branches in their hands, 10and crying out with a loud voice, “Salvation 
belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!” 11And all the   
angels were standing around the throne and around the elders and the four 
living creatures, and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped 
God, 12saying, “Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and 
honor and power and might be to our God forever and ever!

Holy Gospel    Luke 20:27-40 
27There came to [Jesus] some Sadducees, those who deny that there is a 
resurrection, 28and they asked him a question, saying, “Teacher, Moses wrote 
for us that if a man’s brother dies, having a wife but no children, the man 
must take the widow and raise up offspring for his brother. 29Now there were 
seven brothers. The first took a wife, and died without children. 30And the 
second 31and the third took her, and likewise all seven left no children and 
died. 32Afterward the woman also died. 33In the resurrection, therefore, 
whose wife will the woman be? For the seven had her as wife.” 
 34And Jesus said to them, “The sons of this age marry and are given in 
marriage, 35but those who are considered worthy to attain to that age and to 
the resurrection from the dead neither marry nor are given in marriage, 36for 
they cannot die anymore, because they are equal to angels and are sons of 
God, being sons of the resurrection. 37But that the dead are raised, even               
Moses showed, in the passage about the bush, where he calls the Lord the 
God of Abraham and the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob. 38Now he is not 
God of the dead, but of the living, for all live to him.” 39Then some of the 
scribes answered, “Teacher, you have spoken well.” 40For they no longer 
dared to ask him any question.
