In the 
former time he brought into contempt the land of Zebulun and 
the land of Naphtali, but in the laȱer time he has made glorious 
the way of the sea, the land beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the    
nations. 2 The people who walked in darkness have seen a great 
light; those who dwelt in a land of deep darkness, on them has 
light shined. 3You have multiplied the nation; you have increased 
its joy; they rejoice before you as with joy at the harvest, as they 
are glad when they divide the spoil. 4For the yoke of his burden, 
and the staȪ for his shoulder, the rod of his oppressor, you have 
broken as on the day of Midian. 
Second Reading     1 Corinthians 1:10–18 
 10I appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, that all of you agree and that there be no divisions among 
you, but that you be united in the same mind and the same               
judgment. 11For it has been reported to me by Chloe’s people that 
there is quarreling among you, my brothers. 12What I mean is that 
each one of you says, “I follow Paul,” or “I follow Apollos,” or “I               
follow Cephas,” or “I follow Christ.” 13Is Christ divided? Was Paul 
cruciȤed for you? Or were you baptized in the name of Paul? 14I 
thank God that I baptized none of you except Crispus and Gaius, 
15so that no one may say that you were baptized in my name.

21And going on from there 
he saw two other brothers, James the son of Zebedee and John 
his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father, mending their 
nets, and he called them. 22Immediately they leȰ the boat and 
their father and followed him. 
 23And he went throughout all Galilee, teaching in their            
synagogues and proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom and                     
healing every disease and every aȬiction among the people. 24So 
his fame spread throughout all Syria, and they brought him all the 
sick, those aȬicted with various diseases and pains, those                      
oppressed by demons, epileptics, and paralytics, and he healed 
them. 25And great crowds followed him from Galilee and the                  
Decapolis, and from Jerusalem and Judea, and from beyond the 
Jordan.
