“For here we have no lasting city, but we seek the city that is to
come. ®Through him then let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to
God, that is, the fruit of lips that acknowledge his name. Do not neglect to do
good and to share what you have, for such sacrifices are pleasing to God.

blind, “and you will be blessed, because they cannot repay you. You will be
repaid at the resurrection of the just.”
